Descripcion del curso

ESTE CURSO CUMPLE CON EL REQUISITO DE ESCRITURA DE UCSB. En este curso se desarrollaran todas las
diferentes destrezas lingisticas a través de la lectura de textos culturales y literarios, la presentacién y la
discusion de ideas y argumentos, la expansion del vocabulario y la escritura de ensayos sobre temas
comentados en clase. Este curso enfatiza la gramatica avanzada, registros linglisticos académicos y expansion
de vocabulario. Se prestara especial atencion a aquellos aspectos que los hispanohablantes de los Estados
Unidos encuentran mas problematicos. Span 16A/B es una secuencia de cursos disefiados para proveer a los
estudiantes bilinglies cuya lengua nativa es el espafiol las destrezas lingliisticas y de aprendizaje requeridas
para completar con éxito cursos de nivel superior. Los estudiantes deben hacer la secuencia completa,
continuando 16A con 16B.

Objetivos generales de aprendizaje

e Promover el desarrollo de todas las habilidades lingtiisticas en espainol de los estudiantes
hispanohablantes.

e Estimular un mayor entendimiento de las culturas de los diferentes grupos de hispanohablantes de EE. UU.

e Aumentar el repertorio lingtliistico de los estudiantes para que incluya tanto la variedad formal como otras
variedades coloquiales.

e Concienciar a los estudiantes del valor de su propia lengua y cultura para asi mejorar su autoestima.

e Desarrollar el sentido critico de los estudiantes a través del andlisis de la realidad social que confrontan las
comunidades hispanas.

Al final de este curso los estudiantes habran...

ampliado su vocabulario académico y coloquial extensamente.

desarrollado un conocimiento practico de la gramatica del espafiol.

aprendido las reglas de acentuacion del espafiol.

consolidado su conocimiento de las reglas de ortografia.

desarrollado estrategias de lectura para leer textos académicos y formales en espafiol.

escrito tres redacciones en un estilo académico y formal.

aprendido a usar el formato de citacion adecuado en sus redacciones/ensayos.

aprendido a usar el teclado y el revisor de ortografia en espafol en Microsoft Word.

Time requirements

Despite its new online format, this is still a 4-credit course. As a general guideline for online courses, students
should plan to dedicate 4-5 hours to homework per course credit hour. That’s 16-20 hours a week for this
course. It is best if you can spread these hours out throughout the week: cramming doesn’t work with language
learning. Consequently, taking this course is not recommended if you have many competing demands or if you
are planning on traveling during the time the course is in progress. No arrangements/accommodations will be
made regarding due dates.




Course policies

Communications

The instructor will respond to inquiries submitted within 24 hours on business days. Weekend inquiries will be
answered on Monday in the order that they were received. Students are expected to use their UCSB email. For
non-personal questions related to the course that may benefit other students it is best to post your questions
in the Q2A forum since other students may reply faster than the instructor. It is expected that students respond
within 24 hours to any individual email sent by the instructor. If you need additional help in the form of office
hours, send an email to the instructor in order to schedule a Zoom meeting. Delays or failure to respond to
emails will affect students’ course performance.

Late work policy
This course requires regular, almost daily work. It is expected that you complete assignments on time.
Completing assignments late will make you fall behind very quickly.

e Online activities: no late submissions are accepted, unless in serious case of illness.

e Writing assignments: late submissions are accepted up to one day after the due date, but late
submissions will receive -10% penalty.

e No other work or assignments will be accepted late.

strategies for your written assignments (20% of the final grade). There will be 20 online meetings (two every
week) throughout the term. The first one is mandatory. After that you will be allowed to miss two online
meetings without penalty. Starting with the third absence, and regardless of the reason for the first two, -1%
will be discounted from your total final grade for the course. Please note that attending the online meetings
will contribute to your success in all other components of the course. Please check GauchoSpace for the Zoom

Requisitos del curso

Participacion activa (10%)
La participacidn activa es necesaria. Su nota de participacion en clase representa el 10% de la nota final; venir a
clase no es sindnimo de participar. Las siguientes variables (entre otras) se toman en cuenta para su nota de
participacién:

e La participacion activa en todas las actividades de clase

e El uso del espaiol como lengua de comunicacion en la clase

® La cooperacién durante actividades en pareja y en grupo

e Elrespetoy buena predisposicién hacia el instructor y los compafieros y el respecto de las normas de

etiqueta establecidas para las clases en linea (ver arriba).




Midterm (20%) and Final exam (25%, comprehensive)

Students will take a midterm exam and a final exam. All exam dates are included in the syllabus. The final exam
will be cumulative but will mostly focus on the last part of the course content. There are NO makeup exams
except under extraordinary circumstances that must be approved by the course coordinator. Work schedules,
travel plans, and personal events such as weddings, graduations, interviews, etc. do not constitute exceptions.

Trabajo para casa (tareas y actividades en GauchoSpace, 20%)

Se asignaran tareas y ejercicios relacionados con el material cubierto en clase regularmente. La mayoria de
estos ejercicios son los que aparecen en el cuaderno de trabajo (workbook) que acompania al libro de texto y
gue han sido convertidos a formato digital en la plataforma de GauchoSpace. Ademas, la novela Antes de ser
libres viene acompafiada de una serie de guias de lectura y controles de lectura que se deben completar en
GauchoSpace la noche antes de la discusién de la lectura en clase.

Expresion escrita (25%)

Durante el curso se entregaran tres ejercicios de redaccién, dos redacciones cortas (2 x 6% = 12%) y un trabajo
o ensayo final (13%). Puesto que uno de los objetivos del curso es aprender y reforzar habilidades de escritura
para elaborar un ensayo argumentativo, el ensayo final se desarrollara a lo largo de todo el trimestre y tendra
una extension de al menos 800 palabras. El trabajo debe incluir bibliografia, citas y formato MLA o APA - la
bibliografia no forma parte de las 800 palabras. Las redacciones deben estar escritas sin faltas de ortografia. Se
deben incluir todos los acentos y otros caracteres especiales del espafiol (3, é, i, 6, U, ¢, i, i). Es obligatorio el
uso del revisor de gramatica y ortografia. No se aceptaran ensayos/redacciones gue no cumplan estos
requisitos. Las redacciones cortas se re-escribiran una vez mas después de ser corregidas por la profesora. El
ensayo final tendrd dos revisiones: una hecha por sus compafieros y la otra por la profesora, y la nota reflejara
las correcciones acertadas del autor. Es importantisimo que usted lea EN VOZ ALTA (EVA) y edite antes de
entregar cualquier trabajo escrito. Se recomienda encarecidamente que utilicen los servicios de tutoria de CLAS
(Campus Learning Assistance Services) antes de la entrega de cada redaccidn o ensayo, o bien que acuda a las
horas de consulta de su profesora. No se aceptan ensayos o redacciones después de la fecha de entrega.

A NOTE ABOUT ONLINE COURSES

The keys to success in this course are generally the same as those in any other course. However, given the
nature of online courses, students are responsible for covering a good deal of material on their own.
Competency in the basic use of a computer is required to complete numerous independent web-based
activities.

The level of proficiency and the final grade attained will depend largely on what a student puts in to his or her
learning. Student success requires substantial commitment and proactivity. Students are expected to dedicate
16-20 hours of study per week to this course, thus, it is in students’ best interest NOT to wait until the last
minute to complete assignments.

1. Time management: Set time aside EACH DAY to complete course activities.

2. Questions and confusion: The instructor(s) want to help you! However, the instructor can only help if
the student takes the first step and reaches out.

3. Don’t be shy! The more willing students are to share, talk and interact with their instructor and
classmates, the more they will get out of the course. And, don’t worry, everyone feels the same way,
even if they don’t show it!

Be aware that there are many resources for online learning at UCSB available to support you through your
remote learning experience.
